| don't speak Japanese.

Fish don't live in beer.

| don't work at home.

She doesn't play the piano.

| don't get up at 8.00.

They don't come here every day.

The verb ‘to like’ (negative):

Singular Plural

| don't like we don't like
you don't like you don't like
he doesn't like they don't like

she doesn't like
it doesn't like

2. Present Simple Questions

Does she like ...?
Does it like ...?
