

English Grammar – Comparatives 

These are used to compare two things. There are 3 types of comparative:

1a) For short adjectives, we add “er”:

Examples:
small 			smaller than
nice			nicer than
short			shorter than
big			bigger than		(CVC - extra consonant)
fat			fatter than		(CVC - extra consonant)
thin			thinner than		(CVC - extra consonant)

1b) For adjectives which finish with “y”, we replace “y” with “ier”:

Examples:
pretty			prettier than	(y → ier)
crazy			crazier than	(y → ier)
funny			funnier than	(y → ier)

2) For long adjectives, we use “more”:

Examples:
interesting		more interesting than
beautiful		more beautiful than
intelligent		more intelligent than


There are some exceptions:
good			better than
bad			worse than
far			farther (USA) / further (UK) than
