1. “be like” – Personality of people & places and the weather

A: What is Mary like? B: She is honest, intelligent and quiet.

A: What is John like? B: He is a nice guy. He is very kind and friendly.

A: Who is John like? B: He is like his father. He is very stubborn!

A: What is São Paulo like? B: It's enormous and very busy.

A: What is the weather like today? B: It’s hot and sunny.

2. “look like” – Physical appearance

A: What does your wife look like?
B: She has long dark hair, pale skin and she's very tall. She’s beautiful!

A: What does John look like?
B: He is tall, handsome and wears glasses.

A: Who does your daughter look like?
B: She looks like her mother.
