English Grammar — Temporary States/Possession

To be in possession of something is described in English and Portuguese in different ways.
Also, Portuguese treats emotions and problems grammatically equal to small objects, but

English not.

1) Emotions:

Ele esta com raiva. (noun)
Ele esta com medo. (noun)
Ele esta com vergonha. (noun)

2) Problems:
Ele tem / Ele esta com problemas.
Ele tem / Ele esta com febre.

Ele tem / Ele estda com dor de cabeca.

3) Small or mobile objects:
Ele estda com as suas chaves.
Ele estd com a sua carteira.
Ele estd com o seu carro.
Ele estd com cadeira de rodas.
Ele estd com uma peruca loira.

4) Permanent vs temporary possession

He is angry. (adjective)
He is afraid. (adjective)
He is ashamed. (adjective)

He has problems.
He has a fever.
He has a headache.

He has his keys.

He has his wallet.
He has his car.

He has a wheelchair.
He has a blond wig.

The English verb “to have” is used for both permanent and temporary possession:

Permanent possession:
He has a big house.
He has a lot of money.
He has a big nose.

Temporary possession:

He has his keys.
Do you have your wallet?
He has his car.

But Portuguese uses different structures for the two contexts:

Permanent possession (ter):
Ele tem uma casa grande.
Ele tem muito dinheiro.

Ele tem um nariz grande.

5) to be with

Temporary possession (estar com):

Ele esta com as suas chaves.

Vocé esta com a sua carteira?

Ele esta com o seu carro.

The structure “to be with” (PT: “estar com”) is used in English only for people or animals, not

objects. For example:

A: Are you with Peter?

A: Are you alone?

A: Are you with your dog?
A: Where’s your father?
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: No, I’'m with Maria.

: No, I’'m with my friends.
: No - ’'m with my cat!

: He’s with my mother.
