    Any:	Used in negative sentences and questions.

· There are some books on the table.
· There aren’t any books on the table.
· Are there any books on the table?
· A: Do you have any money?
B: Yes, I have some money. / B: No, I don’t have any money.
· I don’t have any photographs in my living room, but I have some paintings.
· A: Are there any German students in your class?
	B: No, but there are some Japanese students.
