English Grammar — Some / Any (undefined quantity)

1) Some: Used in positive sentences.
Any: Used in negative sentences and questions.

e There are some books on the table.
e There aren’t any books on the table.
e Are there any books on the table?
e A: Do you have any money?
B: Yes, | have some money. / B: No, | don’t have any money.
e | don’t have any photographs in my living room, but | have some paintings.
e A:Are there any German students in your class?
B: No, but there are some Japanese students.

Somebody / Anybody (alguém)
Somewhere / Anywhere (algum lugar)

e |Is there anybody at home?

 Peter is somewhere in the house, but | don’t know where.

e |s there anywhere we can speak alone?

3) Other uses

Some: Also used for suggestions, offers and requests.
Any: Also used for random choices. (PT: qualquer)

Examples:

Suggestion: Let's have some tea.

Offer: Would you like some coffee?

Request: Can | have some water, please?

Random choice: | love any cake with chocolate in it.

Request: A: Can | have some beer please?

B: Of course. Which beer would you like?
Random choice:  A:1don’t mind — any one.
