	Form:	"used to" + base verb

Examples:
· When we lived in London, we used to study in the garden.
· When I was young, I used to play football with my dad.
· I used to smoke when I was a student.
· We used to visit our grandparents every Sunday.
Question:	"did you use to" + base verb ?
Negative:	"didn’t use to" + base verb
· Did you use to smoke? Yes, I did. / No, I didn’t.
· I didn’t use to go out much.
· Did you use to live in England? Yes, I did. / No, I didn’t.
