The International Phonetic Alphabet

The above list of sounds has been formalized into the “International Phonetic Alphabet” (IPA). It is a phonetic notation system based on the Latin alphabet. It was created by the International Phonetic Association in 1888 as a standardized representation of the sounds of spoken English. The IPA is used by lexicographers, foreign language students and teachers, linguists, speech-language pathologists, singers, actors and translators.
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Vowel sounds (20):
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When using the IPA to assist pronunciation, we use the symbol [ˈ] to indicate that the subsequent syllable is the tonic syllable (main stress), and the symbol [ˌ] to indicate that the subsequent syllable is the sub-tonic syllable. English words have only one or two tonic (stressed) syllables. For example:
