	1) ‘ee’ (as in ‘see’)	Example: battery
	2) ‘ai’ (as in ‘fine’)	Example: sky
	3) ‘ay’ (as in ‘may’)	 Example: say
	4) ‘oy’ (as in ‘boy’)	Example: toy
