English Grammar: The Passive Voice

The active voice is used to say who performed an action (the actor), while the passive voice is used to emphasize the action, not the actor. It is formed by a conjugation of the verb “to be” plus the past participle (third form) of the main verb. Usually it is not important who does the action (the actor), but it can be stated (using the preposition ‘by’). For example:

Active voice: 	The students   gave twenty essays to the teacher.
			  (the actor)		(the action)

Passive voice: 	Twenty essays were given to the teacher        (by the students).
					(the action)			(the actor - optional)

Examples with different verb tenses:

Active Voice:		Car companies make millions of cars every year.

Passive Voice:

Present simple:		is/are + past participle
				Millions of cars are made (by car companies) every year.

Present continuous:		is/are being + past participle
				Seventy million cars are being made this year.

Past simple:			was/were + past participle
				Sixty million cars were made last year.

Past continuous:		was/were being + past participle
				Fifteen cars were being made when I visited the factory.

Present perfect:		has/have been + past participle
				Forty million cars have been made so far this year.

Past perfect:			had been + past participle
				Only 50,000 cars had been made each year before World War II.

Future simple:		will be + past participle
				It is expected that 75 million cars will be made next year.

With modal verbs:		The production line can be seen from the manager’s office.
				The daily report should be given to the manager.
				The maintenance must be completed before the weekend.
				The meeting might be delayed until tomorrow.

				The daily report should have been given to the manager yesterday.
				The maintenance must have been completed by now.
				The meeting might have been delayed. I’m not sure.

A special case

When somebody “thinks / believes / expects / knows” that something is true, we can say:

	It is thought / believed / expected / known that ….

In other words, we use the passive voice for the verbs “think / believe / expect / know”, since the actor is not important. In Portuguese, we can say “Pensa-se / Acredita-se / Espera-se / Sabe-se (que)”. Here are some examples.

· It is thought that he lives in Manchester.
· It is believed that he died of pneumonia.
· It is known that he will inherit his father’s fortune.
· It is expected that it will rain a lot tomorrow.
· It is believed that he is immortal.
· It is expected that the dollar will fall.

The second phrase (after “that”) can also be in the passive form. For example:
· It is thought that the robber was shot 3 times.
· It is known that the island is inhabited by giant spiders.
· It is expected that the sun will be eclipsed by the moon for 2 minutes.

For quantities, we can use the verbs “estimate” (“Estima-se que ….”) or “calculate” (“Calcula-se que ….”). For example:

· It is estimated that less than 10% of Brazilians are fluent speakers of English.
· It is calculated that about 500,000 Americans visit Brazil each year.
