English Modal Verbs: “Shall”
“Shall” is a formal English word and is used to make suggestions, promises and philosophical predictions. It is usually used with "I" or "we". Except in the case of suggestions, it can be replaced by “will”. "Shall" is more common in British English than in American English. Here are some examples:

Suggestions: 	Shall we eat pizza tonight?		How about pizza tonight?

Shall I call you later?			Can I call you later?
Shall I help you?				Can I help you?

Promises:		I shall help you later. 			I will help you later.
I shall make sure everything is fine.	I will make sure ….
I shall be there before 8pm.		I will be there ….
I shall buy a present for you.		I will buy ….
I shall never forget you.			I will never ....

Predictions:		Man shall explore new planets.		Man will explore ….
We shall overcome oppression.		We will overcome ….
We shall never know how he died.	We will never know ….
He shall become the new king.		He will become ….

The word “shall” is also used in tag questions, when the statement is a suggestion.

Examples:
· I’ll go first, shall I?
· I’ll do the dishes, shall I?
· Let’s go out tonight, shall we?
· Let’s change the subject, shall we?

· Make a promise to your teacher.
· Make a prediction about the future of Brazil.

We shall fight on the beaches, we shall fight on the landing grounds, we shall fight in the fields and in the streets, we shall fight in the hills; we shall never surrender!”
