Present Perfect Practise: Questions

We use the construction “Have you (+ past participle)....... ?” to ask somebody about day-to-day
events. In Portuguese, we say “Vocé ja .....7". Examples:

A: Have you taken your medicine? B: Yes, | have. / No, | haven’t.

(Ja tomou o seu remédio?) (Sim, tomei. / N&o, ndo tomei.)
A: Has Billy eaten breakfast? B: Yes, he has. / No, he hasn’t.
(O Billy ja tomou café?) (Sim, tomou. / N&o, ngo tomou.)
