English Grammar: ‘have’ vs ‘have got’

The verb ‘to have’ has an informal equivalent which is very common in everyday English: ‘to have got’. It is only used in the “present simple”. Here are some examples:

	He has a dog.			He’s got a dog.
	I don’t have a dog.			I haven’t got a dog.
	He doesn’t have a dog.		He hasn’t got a dog.

	Does he have a dog?		Has he got a dog?
	Don’t you have a dog?		Haven’t you got a dog?
	Doesn’t he have a dog?		Hasn’t he got a dog?

	He has to go.			He’s got to go.		He’s gotta go.
	I don’t have to go.			I haven’t got to go.		I don’t gotta go.

	Do you have to go?			Have you got to go?	You gotta go?
	Does he have to go?		Has he got to go?		He gotta go?
	Don’t you have to go?		Haven’t you got to go?	Haven’t you gotta go?
	Doesn’t he have to go? 		Hasn’t he got to go?	Hasn’t he gotta go?
