English Vocabulary: “own”
(PT: préprio/o meu/sozinho/possuir)

The word “own” can be used in different ways. It can be an adjective, noun or verb!

Adjective:
* | have my own car. (Eu tenho meu préprio carro.)
» | want my own house. (Eu quero minha propria casa.)
e She has her own style. (Ela tem seu estilo proprio.)
» She has her own brand of clothes. (Ela tem sua marca propria de roupas.)
Noun:
» The city has an atmosphere of its own. (A cidade tem uma atmosfera que Ihe é propria.)
* | went to the cinema on my own. (Eu fui ao cinema sozinho.)
» Yesterday | spent the day on my own. (Ontem passei o dia sozinho.)
» She went to the cinema on her own. (Ela foi ao cinema sozinha.)
» |learned English on my own. (Eu aprendi inglés sozinho / por minha propria conta.)
Verb:
» | own lots of properties. (Eu possuo/tenho muitas propriedades.)

» He owns two cars. (Ele é dono de dois carros. / Ele tem 2 carros. / Ele possui 2 carros.)

Phrasal Verb: to own up to something (confessar/admitir algo)

» He owned up to the robbery. (Ele confessou o roubo.)
« She owned up to lying to the teacher. (Ela admitiu mentir para o professor.)
e "Own up!" said the teacher to the student. "Was it you?" ("Admita!" disse o professor ao

aluno. "Foi vocé?")

Other vocabulary:
e owner (proprietario(a)/dono(a))
Example: He is the owner of the restaurant.
» ownership (posse/propriedade)
Example: Ownership of property is a good investment.
e own goal (gol contra)

Example: Beckham has never scored an own goal.

Note: The verb “to possess” is not a synonym of “to own”, and is used in a spiritual sense:
¢ He is possessed by the devil.
e A demon has possessed him.

¢ Evil will possess your soul
