Note 1. The words “For sale” are not included in the lists above, as they simply mean “This is 
available for purchase” (PT: Vende-se).

Note 2. The word “Promotion” is a false cognate – it doesn’t mean “Sale” or “Offer”; it’s only used 
in two contexts:

1. When somebody gets a better position at work:
 John received a promotion yesterday. He is now a manager.
 I’ve worked here for 12 years, so I’m expecting a promotion soon.

2. For publicity of a product, organization, or event to increase sales or public awareness
    (PT: divulgação, publicitário):

 We need to create an advertising campaign as a promotion for our new products.
 Do you have any promotion ideas to increase our sales?
