Verbs: to hear, to listen to Verb: to smell, to stink
Adjectives: audio, audible, inaudible Adjectives: smelly, stinky, fragrant
Noun: hearing Nouns: smell, aroma, fragrance
Inability to hear: to be deaf

Touch
Verbs: to touch, to feel
Adjectives: tactile, tangible, intangible
Noun: touch
