English Vocabulary: too / also / as well (PT: também)

A) too / as well (informal)
These words are always used at the end of a phrase, as a response to positive phrases.
  Examples:
	 A: I like pizza.
 B: Me too. / I like it too. / I like it as well.
	 A: I’m going to the beach tomorrow.
 B: Me too. / I’m going too. / I’m going as well.



B) also (formal)
This word is used before the main verb (but after the verb "to be").
It can be used in positive or negative phrases.
It can be used at the start of a phrase, to add extra information.
  Examples:
	 A: I read a lot.	
 B: I also read a lot.	
	 A: I’m tired.
 B: I’m also tired.

	 A: I don’t read a lot.
 B: I also don’t read a lot.
	 A: I’m not tired.
 B: I’m also not tired.

	 I’m going to the beach tomorrow.
